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02 Senior Pastor's Message

GOD IS A GIVER, BUT MANY
BELIEVERS DO NOT KNOW HOW TO
RECEIVE. God’s method of giving is not
like man’s. Man’s method of giving is to
first fulfill all the conditions before they can
receive. Again, some have to work in order
to receive. If you don’t work, you don’t
receive. Another, is through competition.
You have to be trained and work hard, to be
a winner to receive rewards, like in sports.

In God’s kingdom, the Biblical principle
to receive is to give (Luke 6:38). It is God’s
law of sowing and reaping (Galatians 6:7).
The worldly system to prosper is to buy
and sell. But the Bible says, “It is God who
gives us true wealth” (Deuteronomy 8:18).
The Bible clearly teaches we cannot serve
two masters, God and mammon (material
wealth). We will love the one and hate the
other (Luke 16:13). Many believers have
struggles with giving because mammon is
their master. But when God is their master,
then giving becomes a way of life.

FOUR THINGS YOU NEED TO
KNOW TO RECEIVE FROM GOD

1. GOD GIVES BY WAY OF
PROMISE.

When God decides to give, it is done even
though we have yet to receive it. Everything
we receive from God is by promise. It takes
faith to receive it and faith without works is
dead (James 2:17).

Let’s look at some examples.

e The city of Jericho

The Bible says, “And the Lord said to
Joshua: “See! | have given Jericho into
your hand, its king, and the mighty men
of valour” (Joshua 6:2). But the Israelites
were still outside the walls of the city of
Jericho, though God said, “I have given.” As
far as God was concerned, He had already
given Jericho to the Israelites. They need
not ask for Jericho. But Joshua and the
people of Israel had not received it yet! This
is where believers need to understand how
to receive from God. You must know how
to take what God has already given. It takes
faith with works to possess your blessings.

¢ The Prophet Elijah at a time of drought
that brought famine

The Bible says, “Then the word of

the Lord came to him, saying, ‘Arise, go
to Zarephath, which belongs to Sidon,
and dwell there. See, | have commanded
a widow there to provide for you’”

(1 Kings 17:8-9). It takes faith with works to
receive your provision.

Another illustration that God gives you in
promise form before you actualize it, is His
salvation. Salvation is a gift from God. It

is a done deal. Over two thousand years
ago Jesus died on the cross and rose
from the dead for our salvation. The price
was already paid. God’s gift of salvation

is available, it is yours to accept Christ as
Saviour. It is up to you to receive it. The

basis for you to receive is to confess your

sins with your mouth, believe in your heart
the Lord Jesus Christ as your Saviour and

you shall be saved. Faith and obedience is
required to receive your salvation.

2. GOD HAS A PLAN WHEN HE
MAKES A PROMISE TO GIVE OR
BLESS YOU.

When God promises, it will not just fall into
your lap. God has a plan when He makes
a promise and that plan involves faith and
obedience.

e God had a plan for Joshua to take Jericho
God said, “You shall march around the
city, all you men of war; you shall go all
around the city once. This you shall do
six days. And seven priests shall bear
seven trumpets of rams’ horns before the
ark. But the seventh day you shall march
around the city seven times, and the
priests shall blow the trumpets. It shall
come to pass, when they make a long
blast with the ram’s horn, and when you
hear the sound of the trumpet, that all
the people shall shout with a great shout;
then the wall of the city will fall down flat.
And the people shall go up every man
straight before him” (Joshua 6:3-5). You
cannot receive if you do not obey in faith.

3. GOD’S PLAN IS RIDICULOUS
TO MAN.

God’s plan is never according to human
wisdom. Do not miss out on God’s
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blessings because you find His plan
ridiculous.

¢ Taking the city of Jericho by walking
around its wall is ridiculous.

Put yourself in Joshua’s shoes, a powerful
man who understood military warfare. God
told him that he was to tell his people to
take Jericho without the normal warfare.
Israel, probably could have questioned the
wisdom of Joshua. No wonder, Joshua told
the people not to speak when
they walk around the walls of
Jericho for seven days and
seven times on the seventh day.
This kept them from murmuring
and complaining as the plan
was ridiculous. Therefore,
believing they obeyed and
received the victory.

¢ Elijah and the widow in
Zarephath

It would make more sense

if God had commanded one of the
wealthiest woman in the city of Zarephath
to provide for Elijah. But, that’s not the
way God provided for Elijah. He had to
believe that a widow by way of a miracle
would provide for him.

¢ Jesus at the wedding in Cana

When the wine ran out at the wedding

at Cana, the Bible says, “He told the
servants to pour water into the empty jars.
They did as told and then Jesus told them

to serve the guests who were expecting
wine.” God’s plan for us to receive is
ridiculous, that is why we need faith and
obedience to receive what God gives.

Two reasons why God’s plans are
ridiculous:
a. God is glorified.
The Bible says, “For you see your
calling, brethren, that not many are
wise according to the flesh, not many
mighty, not many noble, are
called. But God has chosen
the foolish things of the
world to put to shame
the wise, and God has
chosen the weak things
of the world to put to
shame the things which are
mighty; and the base things
of the world and the things
which are despised God
has chosen, and the things
which are not, to bring to
nothing the things that are, that no flesh
should glory in His presence. But of Him
you are in Christ Jesus, who became for
us wisdom from God —and righteousness
and sanctification” (I Corinthians 1:26-30).
God wants you to know that it is He who
gives the victory and success, wealth and
every good thing. When the children of Israel
walked around the walls and they fell, they
knew without a shadow of doubt, that it was
not them, but God had done it. So it was,
with Elijah and at the wedding at Cana.

b. God’s ways are higher than our ways.
The Bible says, “For My thoughts are not
your thoughts, nor are your ways

My ways,” says the Lord. “For as the
heavens are higher than the earth, so
are My ways higher than your ways, and
My thoughts than your thoughts” (Isaiah
55:8-9). God is supreme. He is creator God.
We are His creation and finite. He is infinite.

4. FAITH AND OBEDIENCE
NEEDED TO RECEIVE FROM GOD.
God has a plan for you to take what He has
promised you. His plan may seem ridiculous
to you. Obeying the ridiculous plan of
God takes faith. The Bible says, “Faith is
the substance of things hope for, the
evidence of things not seen” (Hebrews
11:1). The Bible teaches also we are to
live by faith. “For we walk by faith, not
by sight” (2 Corinthians 5:7). God will do
mighty things in and through you when you
trust and obey. Obey the biblical principle
of giving and receiving. God will give you
wonderful opportunities so you can receive
and be a testimony for Him.

Begin to walk in faith. Trust God as
your provider and you will experience His
blessings. He is a giver and He keeps
His promises. The Bible says, “If you are
willing and obedient, you shall eat the
good of the land” (Isaiah 1:19). +

| want to thank God for giving me the
opportunity to serve Him in whatever little
ways that | can.

Last year, on 1 May, Calvary Church
held an open day for Calvarites to view
the progress of the near completion of
the Calvary Convention Centre (CCC).
Having missed out on all the previous
opportunities, | decided that | should not
miss out on this golden opportunity to
see God’s faithfulness in providing for and
seeing through the completion of CCC.

Little did | know that God had something
else in mind for me to do, besides viewing
the CCC.

Upon reaching the CCC site, | was
met by Datuk Han Joke Kwang who was
our group tour leader in showing us the
facilities. After the site visit ended, he
introduced me to the CCC project manager,
Mark Thomas. After seeing God’s wonderful
faithfulness in bringing the building of CCC
to near completion, | was very excited
and enquired when the issuance of the
Certificate of Fitness would be issued
for CCC. It was then that Mark and Han
told me about the impending cost of 1%
capital contribution fees to be levied for the

connection of our sewerage system. This
would work out to about at least RM 1.5
million which Calvary Church would have
to pay before our sewerage lines could be
connected and commissioned.

Knowing that | had worked for over
30 years as a Civil Engineer, they asked
if | knew of anyone in the authorities who
could help us get a waiver in settling this
sewerage issue. | promised them that |
would find out more.

| prayed to God that He would direct me
and open the door for us to settle this issue
without having to pay the 1% contribution
fees. Sure enough, a week later, God told
me to send an sms to someone | knew in
the Ministry concerned.

God granted us the favour and opened
the door for an appointment. After the visit
we were well advised in our application
and three weeks after our submission of
the application, we were granted a waiver
to pay a nominal fee of RM100. This saved
us RM1.5 million. God in His own way had
intervened and shown us His wisdom and
faithfulness!

Sometimes, it is not in how much we
have that God can use us! Rather, when
we are willing to avail ourselves to God
and trust Him, He can use us in a greater
way, more than what we can ever imagine!
I may not have the capability to earn RM1.5

million in my entire life to give to the CCC,
but because | was willing to obey and
trust Him, He has provided for the CCC

a savings of RM1.5 million, the cost that
would have been levied on any building
built on Instituitional land.

I am reminded of the incident of the
little boy in John 6:9-14. Because he
availed his 5 loaves and 2 fishes to Jesus,
God was able to feed the five thousand
people in the multitude! So it is with
us Calvarites if we are willing to avalil
ourselves to Him. God will see to it that
the CCC is completed to seat a multitude
of 5000 people with whatever little
resources that we may have!

Indeed, God has been very kind and
faithful to provide for my family as well.
Less than 2 years ago, my wife was
diagnosed with breast cancer, which
had started to spread to the bones. As
we sought the Lord for His deliverance
and healing, He was faithful to halt the
progress of the cancer and have since
restored her health. Truly, we serve a great
and living God who answers our prayers!

In closing, may | once again testify to
His greatness. Just 3 months ago, God
honoured and answered my prayers by
granting me the job promotion which | had
been praying for after being bypassed for
the last few years! Hallelujah! 4

e Bandar Yerikho

Alkitab mengatakan, “Berfirmanlah

pahlawannya yang gagah perkasa”
(Yosua 6:2). Tetapi orang-orang Israel
masih berada di luar tembok kota Yerikho,
walaupun Tuhan telah berkata, “Aku telah
memberikan”. Selagi berkaitan dengan
Tuhan, Dia telah menyerahkan Yerikho
kepada orang-orang Israel. Mereka

Kamu mesti tahu
bagaimana untuk mengambil apa yang
Tuhan telah berikan. la memerlukan iman
dengan perbuatan untuk memiliki berkat
kamu.

¢ Nabi Elia pada masa kemarau yang
membawa kebuluran

Alkitab mengatakan, “Maka datanglah
firman TUHAN kepada Elia: “Bersiaplah,
pergi ke Sarfat yang termasuk wilayah
Sidon, dan diamlah di sana. Ketahuilah,
Aku telah memerintahkan seorang janda
untuk memberi engkau makan” (1 Raja-
raja 17:8-9). la memerlukan iman dengan
perbuatan untuk menerima perbekalanmu.

Satu lagi contoh bahawa Tuhan
memberikan kamu dalam bentuk janji
sebelum kamu merealisasinya, iaitu
keselamatan-Nya. Keselamatan adalah
pemberian daripada Tuhan. la adalah satu
perjanjian yang sudah dilakukan. Lebih
daripada dua ribu tahun dahulu Yesus mati
di atas salib dan bangkit daripada maut
untuk keselamatan kita.

3. RENCANA TUHAN TIDAK
MASUK AKAL BAGI MANUSIA.
Rencana Tuhan tidak pernah mengikuti
kebijaksanaan manusia. Jangan
berketinggalan rahmat Tuhan kerana
kamu mendapati ia tidak masuk akal.

e Menakluki kota Yerikho dengan
berjalan mengelilingi tembok adalah
tidak masuk akal.

Letakkan diri kamu dalam keadaan
Yosua, seorang lelaki berkuasa yang
memahami ketenteraan peperangan.
Tuhan memberitahunya bahawa dia
dikehendaki memberitahu orang-
orangnya untuk menakluki Yerikho tanpa
peperangan kebiasaan. Israel, mungkin
mempersoalkan kebijaksanaan Yosua.
Tidak hairanlah, Yosua memberitahu
orang-orangnya agar tidak bercakap
apabila mereka berjalan mengelilingi
tembok Yerikho selama tujuh
hari dan tujuh kali pada hari
ketujuh. Ini menghalang
mereka daripada merungut
dan mengadu disebabkan
rancangan itu tidak masuk
akal. Oleh itu, mereka percaya
dan taat dan menerima

yang disuruhkan dan kemudian Yesus
menyuruh mereka menghidangkan tetamu-
tetamu yang mengharapkan air anggur”.
Rencana Tuhan untuk kita menerima
mukjizat adalah tidak masuk akal, itulah
sebabnya kita memerlukan iman dan
ketaatan untuk menerima apa yang Tuhan
berikan.

Dua sebab mengapa rancangan
Tuhan tidak masuk akal:

a. Tuhan dimuliakan.

Alkitab mengatakan, “Ingat saja, saudara-
saudara, bagaimana keadaan kamu,
ketika kamu dipanggil:
menurut ukuran manusia
tidak banyak orang

yang bijak, tidak banyak
orang yang berpengaruh,
tidak banyak orang yang
terpandang. Tetapi apa
yang bodoh bagi dunia,

kemenangan. iman untuk dipilih Tuhan untuk
menerima dan memalukan orang-orang
¢ Elia dan janda di Sarfat . yang berhikmat, dan
. . iman tanpa ;
la lebih masuk akal jika Tuhan apa yang lemah bagi
memerintahkan salah satu perbuatan dunia, dipilih Tuhan untuk

daripada wanita terkaya
di bandar Sarfat untuk
mengadakan perbekalan bagi Elia. Tetapi,
itulah cara Tuhan menyediakan untuk Elia,
dengan iman dan ketaatan beliau.

¢ Yesus di pesta pernikahan di Kana
Apabila air anggur berkurangan di pesta
pernikahan di Kana, Alkitab mengatakan,
“Dia memberitahu pelayan-pelayan
mengisikan tempayan-tempayan kosong
dengan air. Mereka melakukan seperti

adalah mati.”

memalukan apa yang
kuat, dan apa yang tidak
terpandang dan yang hina bagi dunia,
dipilih Tuhan, bahkan apa yang tidak
berarti, dipilih Tuhan untuk meniadakan
apa yang berarti, supaya jangan ada
seorang manusiapun yang memegahkan
diri di hadapan Tuhan. Tetapi oleh Dia
kamu berada dalam Kristus Yesus, yang
oleh Tuhan telah menjadi hikmat bagi
kita. la membenarkan dan menguduskan
dan menebus kita” (1 Korintus 1:26-30).

Tuhan mahu kamu mengetahui bahawa
Dialah yang memberikan kemenangan dan
kejayaan, kekayaan dan setiap perkara
yang baik. Apabila anak-anak Israel berjalan
mengelilingi tembok dan tembok terjatuh,
mereka tahu tanpa keraguan, bahawa ia
bukan mereka, tetapi Tuhan yang telah
melakukannya. Demikian juga, dengan Elia
dan di pesta pernikahan di Kana.

b. Jalan Tuhan adalah lebih tinggi
daripada cara-cara kita.

Alkitab mengatakan, “Sebab rancangan-
Ku bukanlah rancanganmu, dan jalanmu
bukanlah jalan-Ku, demikianlah firman
TUHAN. Seperti tingginya langit dari
bumi, demikianlah tingginya jalan-Ku
dari jalanmu dan rancangan-Ku dari
rancanganmu” (Yesaya 55:8-9). Tuhan
adalah yang tertinggi. Dia adalah Tuhan
Pencipta. Kita adalah ciptaan-Nya dan
terbatas. Dialah Tuhan tidak terbatas.

4. IMAN DAN KETAATAN
DIPERLUKAN UNTUK MENERIMA
DARIPADA TUHAN.

Tuhan mempunyai rencana untuk kamu
mengambil apa yang Dia telah janjikan
kepadamu. Rencana-Nya mungkin kelihatan
tidak masuk akal bagimu. Mentaati rencana
Tuhan yang tidak masuk akal memerlukan
keimanan. Alkitab berkata, “Iman adalah
dasar dari segala sesuatu yang kita
harapkan dan bukti dari segala sesuatu
yang tidak kita lihat” (Ibrani 11:1). Alkitab
juga mengajar kita supaya hidup dengan
beriman. “...sebab hidup kami ini adalah
hidup karena percaya, bukan karena
melihat...” (2 Korintus 5:7). Tuhan akan
melakukan perkara-perkara yang besar

di dalam dan melalui kamu apabila kamu
percaya dan mentaati. Taatilah prinsip
alkitabiah tentang memberi dan menerima.
Tuhan akan memberikan kesempatan yang
baik supaya kamu boleh menerima dan
menjadi kesaksian bagi-Nya.

Mulalah berjalan dalam iman. Percayalah
Tuhan sebagai pembekalmu dan kamu
akan mengalami berkatNya. Dia adalah
pemberi dan Dia menepati janji-janjiNya.
Alkitab mengatakan, “Jika kamu menurut
dan mau mendengar, maka kamu akan
memakan hasil baik dari negeri itu”
(Yesaya 1:19). +
