❖ Be at least 17 years old and have completed at least 11 years of formal
education or equivalent.

❖ Be proficient in the English Language (at least a credit at SPM level or
equivalent).

❖ Be in good health as certified by a recognised medical doctor.
❖ Be willing to go through an admission interview.
❖ Complete the relevant application forms and submit the required

letters of reference.
❖ Be an active member of their home church.
❖ Have the endorsement and recommendation of their Senior

Pastor/Pastors.
❖ Be approved by the AIM Admissions Committee.
